A. Her Majesty’s Government, in spite of its name, derives its authority and power from its party
representation in Parliament. Parliament is housed in the Palace of Westminster, once a home of
the monarchy. Like the monarchy, Parliament is an ancient institution, dating from the middle of
the thirteenth century. Parliament is the seat of British democracy, but it is perhaps valuable to
remember that while the House of Lords was created in order to provide a council of the nobility
for the king, the Commons were summoned originally in order to provide the king with money.

B. The reigning monarch is not only head of state but symbol of the unity of the nation. The
monarchy is Britain’s oldest secular institution, its continuity for over a thousand years broken
only once by a republic that lasted a mere eleven years (1649-60). The monarchy is hereditary,
the succession passing automatically to the oldest male child, or in the absence of males to the
oldest female offspring of the monarch. In law the monarch is head of the executive and of the
judiciary, head of the Church of England, and commander-in-chief of the armed forces.

C. The dynamic power of Parliament lies in its lower chamber. Of its 650 members, 523
represent constituencies in England, 38 in Wales, 72 in Scotland and 17 in Northern Ireland.
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There are only seats in the Commons debating chamber for 370 members, but except on matters
of great interest, it is unusual for all members to be present at any one time. Many MPs find
themselves in other rooms of the Commons, participating in a variety of committees and
meetings necessary for an effective parliamentary process.

D. Britain is a democracy, yet its people are not, as one might expect in a democracy,
constitutionally in control of the state. The constitutional situation is an apparently contradictory
one. As a result of a historical process the people of Britain are subjects of the Crown, accepting
the Queen as the head of the state. Yet even the Queen is not sovereign in any substantial sense
since she receives her authority from Parliament, and is subject to its direction in almost all
matters. This curious situation came about as a result of a long struggle for power between the
Crown and Parliament during the sixteenth and the seventeenth centuries.

E. Her Majesty’s Government governs in the name of the Queen, and its hub, Downing Street,
lies in Whitehall, a short walk from Parliament. Following a general election, the Queen invites
the leader of the majority party represented in the Commons, to form a government on her behalf.
Government ministers are invariably members of the House of Commons, but infrequently
members of the House of Lords are appointed. All government members continue to represent
“constituencies” which elected them.

F. Each parliamentary session begins with the “State Opening of Parliament”, a ceremonial
occasion in which the Queen proceeds from Buckingham Palace to the Palace of Westminster
where she delivers the Queen’s Speech from her throne in the House of Lords. Her speech is
drafted by her government, and describes what the government intends to implement during the
forthcoming session. Leading members of the Commons may hear the speech from the far end of
the chamber, but are not allowed to enter the House of Lords.

G. The upper chamber of Parliament is not democratic in any sense at all. It consists of four
categories of peer. The majority are hereditary peers, a total of almost 800, but of whom only
about half take an active interest in the affairs of the state. A smaller number, between 350 and
400, are “life” peers — an idea introduced in 1958 to elevate to the peerage certain people who
rendered political or public service to the nation. The purpose was not only to honor but also to
enhance the quality of business done in the Lords.

US Government

The USA is a presidential republic. The legislative branch of the US Government, or the
Congress, represents all of the American states. It consists of two parts: The House of
Representatives and the Senate. Each state has two senators, who are elected every 6 years. A
senator must be at least 30 years old, a citizen of The USA for 9 years, and live in the state he or
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she will represent. A representative must be at least 25 years old, a citizen for 7 years, and live in
the state.

The job of Congress is to make laws. The President can veto a bill. The Congress can pass the
law anyway if it gets a two-thirds majority vote. The Congress can also declare war. The
House of Representatives can also impeach the President. This means that the House can
charge the President with a crime. In this case, the Senate will put the President on trial. The
Senate votes to approve the justices that the President appoints to the Supreme Court.

The executive branch of the government puts the country’s laws into effect. The President of
the USA is a member of the executive branch. The President must be at least 35 years old, be a
natural citizen of the USA. In addition, he must have lived in the USA for at least 14 years, and
be a civilian. The President is elected every four years and cannot serve more that two terms.
The Vice-President of the USA is president of the Senate. When the President receives a bill
from the Congress, he must sign it, and then the bill becomes a law. However, of he disagrees
with the law, he can veto it. The President can also ask the Congress to declare war. He also
appoints the justices to the Supreme Court. He must do his job according to the Constitution, or
he may be impeached.

The judicial branch of the government is the system of courts in the USA. Its job is to enforce
laws. The Supreme Court is the highest court in the country. It consists of 9 justices: one Chief
Justice and 8 Associate Justices. The President appoints the justices. But the Senate must
approve them. The justices are appointed for life. The Supreme Court makes sure that people
obey the laws. The Supreme Court can also decide if a law is constitutional, that it is an
agreement with the Constitution. The judicial branch works together with the legislative and
executive branches to protect the Constitution and the rights of people.

Australia
Australia, or the Commonwealth of Australia, as it is officially called, is situated on the island
continent. It also occupies the Island of Tasmania and some minor islands round the coast of the
continent.
It is a highly developed industrial-agrarian country. Its area is about 8 million km?2. It is the only
statet in the world that occupies the territory of a whole continent.
The capital of Australia is Canberra, which became the capital only in 1927.
From 1787 to 1867 Australia was a place where criminals were sent from Britain. That is why
the official language of Australia is English.
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Population and Cities
Australian population is about 23 million people. The natives of the country are called
Aborigines. Now they comprise a very small part of the country’s population due to the former
extrusion of the indigenous people in the past.
There are 5 big cities in Australia: Sydney, Melbourne, Adelaide, Perth and Brisbane. Canberra
was specially planned as a capital. All the government buildings are situated there. Sydney is the
oldest and largest city in Australia. It is a big industrial centre. About 5 million people live in the
city.
Almost one half of Australian territory is occupied by deserts and semideserts. For quite a long
period of time it was thought to be useless for economic development. But it is rich in coal, iron
ore, bauxites, uranium, lead and many other mineral resources.
For almost a century the production and export of sheep wool was the basis of the economy of
the country. Now the most important industries are oil, chemical, ore mining, radioelectronics,
and food industry. The country exports agricultural products and raw materials.
As for the nature, the commonest trees of Australia are the eucalyptus and the Australian acacia
or mimosa, the national emblem of the country. Such unusual animals as a kangaroo or a koala-
bear originate from Australia.
Australia is one of the most unusual and exotic countries of the world. A significant feature of
modern Australian society is the representation of a lot of cultures drawn from many lands by its
people.
Historically part of the British Empire and now a member of a Commonwealth of Nations, it is a
relatively prosperous and independent nation.

Attractions in Australia

The most famous building in the country is the Sydney Opera House. Its roof looks like sails. It
is a masterpiece of architecture. More than 5,000 people can visit concerts, operas, theatre
performances and other events.

Kakadu National Park is in Australia’s Northern Territory and covers about 20,000 square
kilometres. It is a wetland with over 200 kinds of birds and 1,700 plant species. It is also the
home of Australian crocodiles.

The Political system
The Commonwealth of Australia is a federation of states. Australia has six states — New South
Wales, Queensland, South Australia, Tasmania, Victoria and Western Australia. Each state has
its government. Australia has two territories — the Australian Capital Territory and the Northern
Territory. The capital of the country is Canberra.

Australia is a constitutional monarchy, with the Queen of Great Britain at its head.

The queen is represented by the Governor General, who is appointed by the Australian
government. The Governor General appoints members of the Executive Council, his advisory
cabinet.

The main legislative body in the country is Federal Parliament. It consists of the Queen, the
Senate and the House of Representatives. The members of the Senate are elected for a six-year
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term. There are ten senators from each state and two from each territory in the Senate. The
House of Representatives is elected by general direct vote for a three-year term.

The executive power belongs to the queen and the government. It is headed by the Prime
Minister. The ministers are chosen from members of Parliament and the Executive Council.
There are two major political parties in Australia: the Australian Labour party and a coalition of
the Liberal and the Agrarian parties.

Till the 1930s Australia mostly depended upon Great Britain in its political affairs. But in 1931
Australia became fully independent from Great Britain.

Australia is one of the world's developed countries. Australia has modern factories, highly
productive mines and farms, and busy cities. It is the world's leading producer of wool and
bauxite the ore from which aluminium is made). It also produces and exports large amounts of
other minerals and farm goods. Income from the export enables Australians to have high
standard of living. The most important trading partners of Australia are Japan and the United
States.

The court system of Great Britain

The most common type of law court in Great Britain is the magistrates’ court. There are
700 magistrates courts and about 30000 magistrates only in England and Wales.

More serious criminal cases then go to the Crown Court, which has 90 branches in
different towns and cities. Civil cases (for example, divorce or bankruptcy cases) are dealt
with in County courts.

Appeals are heard by higher courts. For example, appeals from magistrates courts are
heard in the Crown Court, unless they are appeals on points of law. The highest court of appeal
in England and Wales is the House of Lords. (Scotland has its own High Court in Edinburgh,
which hears all appeals from Scottish courts.) Certain cases may be referred to the European
Court of Justice in Luxemburg. In addition, individuals have made the British Government
change its practices in a number of areas as a result of petitions to the European Court of
Human Rights.

The legal system also includes juvenile courts( which deal with offenders under
seventeen ) and coroners courts ( which investigate violent, sudden or unnatural deaths ).
There are administrative tribunals which make quick, cheap and fair decisions with much less
formality. Tribunals deal with professional standards, disputes between individuals, and disputes
between individuals and government departments (for example, over taxation).
